Training

Waycross held 11 workshops/training sessions with 5 different participants. There
were 12 certifications to use our equipment or produce in 2021.

Bulletin Board

Waycross maintains an on-air bulletin board that runs community messages be-
tween programs on our Public Access Channels. In addition to the daily playback
schedules and video PSAs, messages from non-profit organizations and producers
are displayed.

The Waycross Educational Access channel is operated on behalf of the educational
institutions of Forest Park, Greenhills and Colerain Township. The mission - 7o
support and highlight the activities of our schools and to encourage the active
participation of students in community media - is achieved through the effective
use of communication tools, providing our schools with the necessary resources to
educate and inform residents.

Educational Access Programming

Waycross produced 144 new educational access programs, totaling 141 hours. These
programs typically include high school graduations, elementary, middle and high
school band, orchestra, choral concerts; regular season and tournament coverage of
soccer, basketball, volleyball, swimming, baseball, football, softball, bowling and
wrestling; academic programs and award presentations, and monthly podcast pro-
grams highlighting academic programs in the schools.

In addition, Waycross cablecast 3465 educational programs from other sources. These
programs include Department of Education, Classic Arts Showcase, University of
Cincinnati TV, University of California TV, and Deutsch Welle.
